Ana Leira laughs deeply about the 
well-told story of meeting her husband, 
Jens Olav at the start of her trip to 
Norway in 2001.

“We met on the second weekend I was 
there,” she says, with at the time, very 
little of the hard-to-learn Norwegian 
language to share. But now, twenty-four 
years later they are still married, having 
spent most of their early life together 
travelling and shearing in Norway, 
France and Scotland.

Ana and Jens Olav now work a small 
farm with 30 sheep and each works 
in the renowned sheep processing

After a broad experience of the 
European wool industry, from shearing 
in France and across the continent, 
Leira has spent the past 17 years 
judging woolhandling at international 
competitions. As an administrator 
with the national Norwegian Shearing 
Association, their home events have 
an increasing number of international 
competitors and challenge events with 
other countries.  

After judging with New Zealand's 
Janet Smith and Scotland’s Andy 
Rankin at the Royal Highland Show 
‘Worlds’ in Edinburgh in 2023, Leira 
was part of the NSA preparation for 
these Worlds, along with the Norwegian 
Sheep & Goat Association, with whom 
they picked their team two years ago.  
She says that the sheer cost of getting 
to New Zealand meant that there was

From Hawera, Roger went to England intent on proving he 
was not only best in New Zealand, but best in the world. While 
Godfrey Bowen – in his day world record holder, generally 
regarded as best in the world, but never world champion – 
may have been sentimental favourite, Cox wasn’t known for 
letting sentiment cloud his own ambitions.

‘I knew there were a lot of people in New Zealand who 
wanted Godfrey to win, and it was never a secret that he 
and I didn’t always see eye to eye, but I also knew it would 
probably be my only chance to win a world title.

‘But I must say that Godfrey gave me every chance when 
we were in England. He handled all the public relations 
and media aspects connected with the show and let me get 
out and practice as much as I could. We weren’t allowed to 
compete in the British competitions in those days, they were 
for locals only.

Bjerkreim, Norway, 2008
As the thirteenth world championships drew to a close in 
a packed, purpose-built arena at Bjerkreim in south-west 
Norway, late on the afternoon of 5 October 2008, it was 
obvious the major honours belonged to New Zealand. But 
just as big a success was the event itself, with a record 28 
countries taking part and emerging as a genuine international 
world sporting contest.
